Hollister-WOCN Society CCI Research Grant for Incontinence will award up to $15,000 to fund one to two studies
Funding Priorities: 

Collaborative studies between WOC nurses and critical care nurses regarding:

1) Clinical outcomes of catheter-related bowel management 

a) Outcomes recommended but are not limited to

(1) Prevention or management and reduction of perineal dermatitis

(2) Prevention or healing of wounds or pressure ulcers

(3) Prevention of infection

(4) Patient comfort and pain reduction

(5) Length of stay/complications

Studies involving or comparing interventions with bowel catheters are to include the Hollister Indwelling Bowel Catheter 

2) Evaluation of nurse education programs for managing bowel management catheters

a) Outcomes of education programs recommended but are not limited to

(1) improvement of WOC-critical care nurse practice

(2) increased collaboration between WOC and critical care nurses 

(3) patient outcomes per (a) above

Economic aspects (e.g., cost savings) of catheter

Grant 1:  WOCN Society CCI Research Grant for Incontinence Associated Dermatitis
· Assessing Incontinence Associated Dermatitis (IAD) that can include but is not limited to 

· Differentiating between IAD and Stage 1 and 2 pressure ulcers

· Standardizing assessment of  IAD 

·  improving objective measures of IAD using instrumentation 

· Determining the risk or effect of IAD on pressure ulcer development or severity

· Economic impact of IAD or pressure ulcers that can include but is not limited to 

· cost savings of prevention in hospital patients

· costs of treatment and effects of incontinence associated dermatitis on length of hospital stay

· development of models that predict economic impact of IAD while adjusting for various risk factors of hospital patients

· Interventions to prevent or treat IAD 

· Effective use of the WOC nurse in preventing or reducing IAD or pressure ulcers

Sage Products – WOCN Society CCI Research Grant for Heel Pressure will award up to $7,500 for one study. This grant will be available again in 2011
Grant 2:  Sage Products – WOCN Society Research Grant for Heel Pressure

· Determining the incidence of hospital-acquired heel ulcers in acute care facilities

· Determining the cost of treating hospital-acquired heel pressure

· Determining the cost savings of heel pressure ulcer prevention

· Studies of comparative effectiveness of products, devices or practices to prevent or treat heel pressure ulcers

· Interventions to increase patients’ compliance with heel protection

· Development of models that predict economic impact of heel pressure ulcers while adjusting for various risk factors of hospital patients

Molnlycke Health Care – WOCN Society CCI Grant for Critically Colonized/Infected Chronic Wounds will award up to $10,000 for one study. This grant will be available again in 2011
Funding Priorities:   Priority areas for this grant are below and should address critically colonized/infected chronic wounds, which can have a venous, arterial, diabetic, or pressure etiology: 
• characterize the pain associated with critically colonized/infected chronic wounds 

• characterize the pain associated with dressing changes of these wounds 

• describe effects of wound pain and its reduction on quality of life or activities of daily living 

• identify and characterize areas of noncompliance with therapy for these wounds 

• pilot studies of interventions to reduce pain associated with these wounds*

• pilot studies of interventions to increase compliance with therapy for these wounds* 

• pilot studies of patient preferences of interventions (pharmacological vs. non-pharmacological approaches) to reduce pain associated with these wounds*

* In intervention studies involving products or product comparisons, Molnlycke products should be included
Regenesis Biomedical-WOCN Society CCI Research Grant for Slow Healing Wounds will award up to $5,000 for one study. This grant will be available again in 2011

Funding Priorities: Priority for awards will be given to studies that address the following research topics on wounds that have not progressed satisfactorily in healing, after 30 days of treatment in outpatients:
1) Describe the characteristics (e.g., health, social, emotional, psychological, etc.) of outpatients who have a wound that has not progressed satisfactorily in healing, after 30 days of treatment

2) Describe characteristics and signs and symptoms of these wounds, which can include  outcomes such as pain, edema, healing rate
3) Determine factors that are risks for or are associated with these wounds or that promote progress in healing; these analyses may include an evaluation of failed treatments and patient satisfaction with care
4) Characterize quality of life and other impact of these wounds, including emotional well-being, functional activities, and role functions; comparison before and after progress toward healing is made are also of interest
5) Conduct pilot studies of comparisons between treatments directed at achieving progress in wound healing; treatment comparisons should include pulsed radio frequency; rate of healing, economics, quality of life, and patient satisfaction can be included as outcomes
WOCN Society Members’ Research Grant will award up to $7,500 for one study
